Distinguished Lecturers should prepare up to three lecture topics in their field of expertise for webinars that will be posted in the Society Website. The Distinguished Lecturers should be available to travel within geographical area upon contact by the Chapters and approval by the Chair of DLP Committee. Reasonable travel expenses will be covered if the Chapters request is approved.

Nomination process: 

The DLs are selected by the DLP Committee and announced after approval by the CTSoc BoG. 

The DL nominee must be nominated by CTSoc Chapter, CTSoc Technical Committees, CTSoc conference technical committee, or CTSoc member. If you are looking for a nominator we encourage you to contact the chair of the most relevant CESoc entity – Chapter, Technical Committee, or Conference who will provide further help. 

In pool of candidates, in case of the tight race, the Committee will give advantage to a candidate with publications in IEEE CESoc Transaction or Magazine, or who participated at IEEE CESoc supported events, such as conferences, workshops, tutorials.

Dear Nominator, 

Thank You for taking time and effort to nominate a person of excellence, valuable for our Community. 

The CTSoc Distinguished Lecturer Program (DLP) provides a service to support the CTSoc Chapters with high qualified distinguished lecturers specialized on various aspects of consumer electronics and to deliver technical seminars and workshops. While presentations to groups outside of the CTSoc and the IEEE are encouraged, the DLP is not intended to be used for national or international CTSoc symposiums, conferences, regional conventions, local colloquiums, trade shows, or commercial seminars.

The DLP can be arranged in response to a request from one or more CTSoc Chapter Chairs. The distinguished lectures are organized not only to benefit the existing CTSoc Chapters and their members, but they can also be effective in generating membership and encouraging the formation of new CTSoc chapters. 
The DLP consists of at least four Distinguished Lecturers (DLs). After review of all received nominations, DLs are selected and approved by the DLP Committee. Final approval is by the CTSoc Board of Governors. The term for each Distinguished Lecturer is two years. Between terms is three year break before getting reappointed. 
Selection of Distinguished Lecturers is based on the following criteria: 

(1) professional competence and recognition of CTSoc expertise,

(2) communication and presentation skills, 

(3) topics related to CTSoc, 

(4) publications in CTSoc Transactions,
(5) experience on the topic that will be presented,
(6) being a member of IEEE CTSoc,
(7) contribution to a balanced program, and 

(8) Recommendation/nomination by:

a. Member of CTSoc Board of Governors or Technical Committees;
b. General or Technical Program Chair of the ICCE, the ISCE or CTSoc sponsored conference;
c. Editor of any CTSoc publications.

Selection and participation in the CTSoc DLP shall not be used in the advertising of products or services, nor for any non-approved presentations such as product or training seminars or trade shows. DLs may not, as part of any DLP presentation, advertise, market, or offer for sale, any commercial product or service.
